B.B. Insert the provided AA batteries (2x).

C.C. Insert the dongle in the socket (FIG. 3) located in the rear panel by pushing it horizontally. Follow the
direction shown by the arrow engraved on it (FIG. 4).

CAUTION
Never turn the dongle to connect/disconnect it; failure to respect this step can lead to irreversible
damage to both the console and the dongle.

DD.. Switch the console on.

Low battery signal

The foot control will emit a red signal when the battery is low. When the battery is low, it is
recommended to finish the ongoing operation and change batteries before starting a new operation.
(FIG. 7).

If the red signal happens right after plugging the dongle, contact your Bien-Air service center.
